Before 8000 BC hunter-gathers could migrate on foot from Europe to Britain.

The first farmers came to our shores around 4000 BC.

They brought early forms of civilisation through settlement.

Iron Age peoples brought the Celtic languages to Britain after 700 BC.

Not until the 5th century did the Gaels come to Scotland.

The Norse followed in the 8th century and ruled the Isles until the 15th century.

1. It is a hunting scene ; riders are accompanied by hunting dogs ; one rider is a woman and she is riding side-saddle (see if you can spot her)

2. An interlocking spiral design and a scroll design are used in modern Celtic jewellery.

3. Animals include : deer, dogs, horses, sheep

4. The instrument is a harp.  In fact the picture is of David the Shepherd King of Israel.

5. Similar decoration is found in modern Celtic jewellery.
6. From the evidence of the two stones – at Nigg and Hilton – the Picts were hunters and shepherds.  They kept dogs for hunting.

8. The use of Celtic knot work suggests that the brooch was made around the same time as the Hilton and Nigg Stones were carved, as they too use the same design

9. 4700 years (2700 BC + 2000 AD)

10. The size of the stones used in the building are huge at over 30 tonnes and raises questions as to how they got them into position.

11. Very few fragments of bone were discovered when the mound was excavated.

12. At sunset on midwinter's day the light shone straight down the entrance passage onto a small area on the rear wall.  

13. The evidence of Viking visits can be seen in the runic graffiti carved on the walls.  The carvings include 'Ottarfila carved these runes' and 'Haermund Hardaxe carved these runes'.

15. Norse influence had already waned when Robert the Bruce granted land to the Mowats.
