3. She disguised the Prince as her Irish maid, Betty Burke, and rowed him across the Minch from Benbecula to Portree, from where the Prince was able to sail to France.  

4. Flora and her husband Allan MacDonald of Kingsburgh were active in recruiting Scots to fight for the British during the American Revolution.

5. She was 68 years old and was buried at Kilmuir in Skye.

1. Dunfermline was Andrew Carnegie’s birthplace.  

2. Carnegie saw a market in the supply of rolling stock (coaches and wagons).   Because steel was the main component in their manufacture, he turned to steel making.  In time, the Carnegie Steel Company dominated the American steel market.   He himself personally owned more than 50% of the company and when he sold it in 1901 he became the richest man in the world.
3. He gave away over $350 million in his lifetime and a further $30 million on his death.  He funded the building of around 3000 public libraries in America, Britain and Canada.   He also set up the Carnegie Trust for Universities in Scotland, the Carnegie Dunfermline Trust, the Carnegie United Kingdom Trust, the Carnegie Institute of Pittsburgh, The Carnegie Institute of Washington, The Carnegie Endowment for International Peace and the Carnegie Corporation of New York. This was because he believed that a man who died rich died in disgrace.
4. He gave most of his wealth to educational causes including libraries, universities and research grants.

5. He built Skibo Castle near Dornoch (famous for Madonna’s wedding!).

In addition, the battleground suited Cumberland's cavalry and cannon and was wholly unsuitable for the Jacobites' most effective tactic - the charge.

3. Two memorials were erected in his memory by those who did not believe the allegations.

1. His knowledge of geology was a result of a childhood spent wandering the countryside and shorelines of Easter Ross and also his work as a stonemason.  

2. He was a Free Church elder and played an important part in the Disruption of the Church of Scotland that took place in 1843.   He edited the evangelical newspaper 'The Witness'.  

3.
The Patronage Act of 1712 attempted to reintroduce a system of Patronage into the Church of Scotland. This meant that the local landowner, or Patron, and not the people would choose the minister of a church. This was highly unpopular with the congregations as the patron did not always have the best interests of the church at heart.  In 1843 this conflict caused the church to split. Almost 500 ministers walked out of the Church of Scotland General Assembly to form the Church of Scotland Free (later the Free Church of Scotland).  This became known as the Disruption.

Pressures and conflicts in his life and work, as well as his ruined lungs, took their toll and in 1856 Hugh took his own life while suffering from depression.

1. 
The Brahan Seer and he lived in the 16th to 17th centuries.
2. Every part of the prophecy came true from the Mackenzies of Fairburn losing their entire possessions, their castle becoming uninhabited to a cow giving birth to a calf in the uppermost chamber of the tower.
3. Tomnahurich Hill, as a cemetry, is 'under lock and key, and the fairies secured within'.

4. The Brahan Seer predicted the coming of the Caledonian Canal - "full-rigged ships will be seen sailing eastward and westward by the back of Tomnahurich”.
5. For fear the stone topples and the valley be flooded.
6. The oracle stone that the Brahan Seer is supposed to have used.
7. After enraging the lady of the house by revealing that her husband was being unfaithful to her, the Brahan Seer was accused of witchcraft and burned in a barrel of tar.  Before his death he predicted the downfall of the MacKenzies.  By the end of the 18th century his predictions had been fulfilled.  Brahan Castle was destroyed in 1953 and some of the stone used to build the Conon Bridge.

8. ‘Famous Highland Personality’ might be, for example :-
Flora Macdonald   :   because she has "A name that will be mentioned in history, and if courage and fidelity be virtues, mentioned with honour"
