1. The Highlands were viewed before the 18th century as ‘horrid and rude’?

10. Thomas Pennant:  Thomas Pennant (1826 - 1798) was a Welshman, born in Downing in Flintshire. He was a landowner of independent means, which allowed him to pursue his many and varied interests, including natural history and travel.  'A Tour in Scotland in 1769' was well-received, and he published an account of a second tour in 1774. 

11. Boswell & Johnson:  Dr Samuel Johnson (1709 - 1784) was born in Lichfield in Staffordshire.  He was a poet, scholar, critic and political journalist. His works include the first 'Dictionary of the English Language'.  In 1773, he travelled, with his friend James Boswell, up the east coast of Scotland, through Aberdeen and Inverness, then on to Skye, Mull and other islands. His account of the three-month journey, 'A journey to the Western Islands of Scotland', was published in 1785. Boswell also wrote about the journey in his book 'The journal of a tour to the Hebrides', published in 1785.

12. Queen Victoria loved the Highlands and regularly attended the Braemar Gathering.  She created the post of Queen's Piper.  There was a new interest in tourism, tartan, music and writing.  Events such as Highland games enjoyed renewed interest due to the royal approval. 

13. The interest in tartan, bagpipes and Highland Games are still used today in Scotland’s tourism advertising?
